I also understand that Medical Qigong is a form of complementary medicine not licensed by the State of California. In practicing complementary medicine, Dr. Matthew Brett Weston, DMQ (China) and Green Dragon Internal Arts seek to support the care of your existing physician, therapist, acupuncturist and other licensed or non-licensed healthcare provider(s).
